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New Defence and Security Committee Sees Collaboration Essential to Japan’s Security

A new European Business Council Defence and Security Committee was launched today at a press conference
in Tokyo. Members comprise senior Japan-based representatives of Europe’s largest defence and security
companies. (See members attached.)

Inaugural Chairman Tony Ennis (President, North East Asia, BAE Systems) said, “The aim of the new
committee is to promote dialogue and mutually beneficial collaboration between Japanese and the
European defence industries, which invest around 9 billion euros annually on R&D per year.

“Promoting greater collaboration between us through the new committee is very timely. Both Europe and
Japan face increasing budgetary pressures as well as increasingly sophisticated threats. Combining our
strengths helps us both respond better to these challenges. Moreover, both European and Japanese
governments have similar requirements — that they maintain sovereignty over their defence equipment and
maintain supply line sustainability. Both view interoperability with the US as of paramount importance.”

At the launch, Ennis explained the benefits for Japan of collaborating with Europe’s defence industries.
Europe has a deep history of technological innovation - responsible for developing the jet engine, radar and
wireless telegraphy - and remains at the forefront of many innovative defence and security technologies.

It has a strong record of collaborating with partners and technology transfer to likeminded countries.
Moreover, as the world’s largest economy and trader, Europe’s global political and economic influence is
strong and growing.

Ennis noted that collaboration between Europe and Japan was already possible through licensed production
and government-approved technology transfer. Japan’s three principles on arms exports (3Ps) was, however,
an impediment to deeper collaboration. This would allow Japan to access world class technologies, which are
critical to Japan maintaining and developing a technologically competitive defence industry.

Ennis said further, “The EBC Defence and Security Committee welcomes Japan’s public discussion on
relaxation of the 3Ps. We would also welcome the opportunity to discuss with Japanese government and
business the mutual benefits that would flow from collaboration with Europe if the 3Ps were relaxed.”
